Dear colleagues!
We are pleased to invite you to the I International Summer Linguistic School on Lake Baikal "ETHNOCULTURAL AND LINGUISTIC SPACE OF THE TRANS-BORDER REGION: HISTORY AND MODERNITY" (SLS 2025).

The SLS 2025 will cover a wide range of issues affecting modern philological studies of the trans-border East in the context of the modern world restructuring.  


The organizers of the school believe that the trans-border region is “a potential region divided by the sovereignty of neighboring states, possessing a complex of national, regional, zonal elements with their own characteristics, reflecting their historical and cultural identity, interacting with neighboring border regions to preserve, manage and develop their “living” space” (D. G. Yemchenko).

The necessity of conducting a linguistic school is determined by wish to share knowledge and experience in the study of various aspects of the ethno-cultural linguistic space of the transborder region based on modern research approaches and techniques. The main purpose of the project is a public exchange of ideas, achievements and experiences of specialists involved in the study of linguistic aspects of transgression, holding lectures and educational events on this issue for young scientists. 

The SLS 2025 will bring together leading Russian and foreign scientists, prominent experts in the field of language contacts and ethno-linguistic processes in the East, comparative-typological and comparative-historical linguistics, and sociolinguistic researchers.

The SLS 2025 will include panel discussions, keynote talks, and breakout sessions covering a wide range of topics, including:

· transborder modern approaches and new results of linguistic research;
· aspects of historical and modern linguistic contacts of the East transborder and their reflection in the vocabulary and grammar of the contacting languages;
· general principles and specific results of cognitive and ethnolinguistic analysis of the universal and national features of the linguistic worldviews;
· sociolinguistic forecasting of linguistic processes: perspectives and scenarios of linguistic development of linguistic and ethnic communities of the Russian East transborder.

The main tasks of the linguistic school also include the integration of academic and university science, the development of university oriental studies, and the close interaction of the regional university with leading Russian and foreign scientific centers. 

We invite Russian and foreign scientists, university professors and staff of research organizations, as well as young scientists, graduate students engaged in research activities in the field of comparative typological, comparative historical linguistics, and sociolinguistic research.
The following sections will work within the framework of the linguistic school:
1. The Mongolian languages.

2. Turkic languages. 

3. Sociolinguistics.

The structure of classes conducted within the framework of the summer school includes various formats: lectures, workshops, trainings and master classes, as well as the organization of round tables and thematic discussions.

The form of participation is full-time. 

SLS 2025 will be held on the basis of the Buryat State University named after Dorzhi Banzarova (Ulan-Ude, Russia) at the Baikal boarding house (Republic of Buryatia, Maksimikha village, Pribaikalsky district). Participants of the SLS 2025 will be offered accommodation in dormitories with landscaping or summer houses without landscaping. The day of arrival is July 1, 2025, the day of departure is July 5, 2025.

Travel expenses, including accommodation, meals and travel to the summer school venue, are paid for by participants. The school's work program, indicating the heads of research areas and specified financial conditions (financial expenses, including accommodation, meals, travel to the SLS venue) will be set out in information letter No. 2 for registered participants. 

SLS participants will be offered a cultural program, including a visit to the Barguzin datsan to worship the Goddess Yanzhima (the Goddess Yanzhima is the patroness of family, wisdom, sciences and crafts), acquaintance with the Barguzin and Chivyrkuy bays.
